Domain ID 

Range: 1~3 

Function: Configure the domain ID. 

Description: Each ring has a unique domain ID. One switch supports a maximum of 3 rings. 

Domain Name 

Range: 1~31 characters 

Function: Configure the domain name. 

Domain UUID 

Range: 32 hexadecimal digits in five groups separated by hyphens 

Default: the default domain ID is FFFFFFFF-FFFF-FFFF-FFFF-FFFFFFFFFFFF. 

Function: Configure the domain UUID. 

Station Type 

Options: Manager/Client/Auto manager 

Default: Manager 

Function: Configure MRP manager mode or automanager mode. 

Ring Port-1/Ring Port-2 

Options: all switch ports (see description) 



Default: --- 

Function: Select two ring ports. 

Description: It is not recommended to use switch port 1 as a ring port at firmware version 24.0.165 
or lower. 

Control-Vlan 

Range: 1~4094 

Function: Configure the control VLAN ID. 

Protocol 

Options: Disable/Enable 

Default: Disable 

Function: Disable or enable MRP instance. 

Advacne-Mode 

Options: Disable/Enable 

Default: Disable 

Function: Configure MRM or MRA processing mode. 

Description: if a MRC recognizes a link down at one of its ring ports it can signal this event to the 
MRM or MRA, which in Advanced Mode do not need to wait until sufficient loss of test packets, and 
can immediately activate the second ring port. 

Recovery-time 

Options: 500ms/200ms 

Default: 500ms 

Function: Configure the recovery profile. 

Description: 500ms - maximum recovery time 500 milliseconds, 200 - maximum recovery time 200 
milliseconds. All nodes in an MRP ring must be set with the same profile.  

Manager-Priority 

Range: 0~65535 

Default: 32768 

Function: Configure the MRA priority
